ANNUAL MEMBERS EXHIBITION GENERAL RULES
1.  Categories that apply to each Member’s status in the competitions are as follows:-

In Colour Prints, Mono prints and Digital Projected Images, the categories are Novice, Intermediate and Advanced.     

The Nature and Portrait sections are OPEN categories (open to all sections to enter).

2. If this is the first time that you have entered into an SPS Internal Competition, you must present a panel of 4 to 6 items of your recent work to a member of the Internal Competitions Committee for them to arrange for classification.

3. If an image has scored any points in an SPS Internal Competition, it may NOT be used again in the Merit competitions, even in a different medium, BUT can go into the Members Annual competition.

4. If an Image has not scored any points, then it may be used in the Members Annual competition.

Once an Image has been used in a Merit season and any 1 Members Annual Competition, then it cannot be used again for SPS Internal Competitions. 

5. The FORMAT and SIZE of each DIGITAL Projected Image must be according to the Rules shown on the Society’s website.
Landscape crops should be MAX. WIDTH 1024 pixels,

Portrait crops should be MAX. HEIGHT 768 Pixels.

FORMAT must be saved as JPEG.
To help in preparing your Digital Images for Competitions, there is an Instruction leaflet available .
6. All members entries must be handed in no later than the appointed time and placed in the appropriate competition box in the Club room.    For Prints, members should use the appropriate plastic carrier envelope available, for a small charge.

7.  Your entries can only be collected at the prescribed date as they will be used in the Members Exhibition shown in the Club Room.

They will then be placed in the collection box in the reception hall where they must be collected at the earliest opportunity.     

8. All prints and CDs must have the member’s name and their section clearly marked.   Ideally, members should use the appropriate label available.
